1. Dr. J. Philip Newell

J. Philip Newell is Writer Theologian for the Cathedral of the Isles on Cumbrae in Scotland and Companion Theologian for the American Centre of Christ and Creation at Casa del Sol in New Mexico. He has played a leading role on both sides of the Atlantic in developing a creation spirituality for today. His best-selling titles include ‘Listening for the Heartbeat of God’ and ‘Sounds of the Eternal’

2. Fionntulach

Whilst living in one of the remotest parts of the beautiful Scottish Isle of Arran, Fionntulach immersed herself in the study of the Celtic tradition. It has been her life for almost thirty years. From 1986 until 2000 she worked, under the name Fiona Davidson, as a bard – a teller of the sacred legends of the Gael, a singer, poet and harper. She has toured the world performing, as well as teaching the tradition.

Fionn is now a member of the Spiritual Order An Ceile De, based in Scotland and Ireland.  She has taught the Living Celtic Spiritual Tradition for several years and regularly gives lectures and workshops in Britain and abroad. She divides her time between leading a contemplative life within the order and teaching the tradition of the Ceile De, in which there has been a great deal of interest world-wide.

3. Dr. Geo Athena Trevarthen

Dr. Geo Athena Trevarthen teaches with wisdom and humour, sharing ancient chants and shamanic practices to reveal Spirit’s presence with and within us. Geo grew up in an hereditary Celtic shamanic tradition, learning first from her mother and grandmother. She went on to further study of shamanism, as well as transpersonal and Gestalt psychology, theology, anthropology, ancient religions, and Celtic and Scottish Studies. She ultimately received a PhD from the University of Edinburgh for her groundbreaking work on Celtic shamanism. 

She’s spoken and taught at institutions ranging from St. Andrews University and Trinity College, Dublin, to Findhorn. Her choir performs sacred chant in Old Irish, Sumerian and Egyptian. She writes, works with individuals as an anama chara, (‘soul friend’—a spiritual mentor / holistic life coach) by phone, internet and in person, and conducts weddings and religious services. 4. Dr. MaryCatherine Burgess

MaryCatherine Burgess was active in community Civil Rights projects, interfaith social justice collaborations, and peace initiatives throughout her life in the USA. She currently works as part-time Edinburgh University chaplain.

5. Carey Morning

Carey Morning is a psychotherapist particularly interested in sacred symbology and the somatic and spiritual dimensions of therapy. She has a background in theatre and healing arts, two sons, and the wish to find time to finish her book on one of the pages of the Book of Kells. She has taught and run workshops and retreats here and in the Hebrides, London, New York and Basel for many years. Her life has been seriously altered on more than one occasion by Celtic Mysteries.

6. Ali Newell

Ali Newell works at the Ignatian Spirituality Centre where she teaches and offers spiritual accompaniment. In both listening and in using creative medium, her work pays attention to the use of image and symbol. She is a Church of Scotland minister, trained counsellor, and was Warden of Iona Abbey.

7. Amy Hardie

Amy Hardie is Head of Research at the Scottish Documentary Institute, based at Edinburgh College of Art. She has won awards for her previous documentaries, including a Creative Scotland award for A Beginner's Guide to Dying, a feature documentary in progress. Previous film projects include Into the Woods, a collaboration with theatre group I.O.U. which combined theatre, film projections and animation on the forest canopy, as well as prime time television documentaries such as Inside the Wig, which looked at the training and selection of judges in the UK, and Looking for Allah in England, about Britons converting to Islam. She is a graduate of the National Film and Television School.
8. Suzanne Adam

Suzanne was born in Edinburgh in 1978. Brought up in a musical family, listening and performing were part of life from an early age, and by the time she was fourteen Suzanne was regularly singing and playing violin for large audiences. After her Honours degree in Music at Edinburgh University, Suzanne continued her work as a freelance musician, and was employed by the Christian children’s charity Fischy Music, which works with primary school age children using specially written songs to explore issues such as self-esteem and emotions. Suzanne also works as a violin teacher, performs with acoustic duo Fair Witness and is in demand as a vocalist and violinist for live and recording work. Recent projects include directing and singing for an album of Celtic meditative chants called ‘Sounds of the Eternal’ and performing traditional Scottish music in the Sultanate of Oman.
